GOD IS GREAT
Exodus 3:14

God said to Moses, “l avwro | am. This is what you are to say to the
Israelites: | av has sent me to you.””

Acts 17:24-25

“The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of
heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by human
hands. 2> And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed
anything. Rather, he himself gives everyone life and breath and
everything else”

Big Idea: God exists in and of Himself. He is free and does not need
anything to live and give life.

Big Idea: God is unchanging.

He can do anything that is consistent
with His nature.

Big ldea: God is spirit, meaning that He does not have a material body.

Big Idea: God is completely good in all that He is, wills, and does.
