What might be some foreign “gods” (as 
mentioned in verse 23) that you are tempted to serve (such as 
money, power, affection, addiction, leisure, security, other)? How do 
these temptations pop up in your life? How do you avoid them?

In what ways has God shown His faithfulness to you or your family? 

Do you have a regular time of devotion time with God to declare your 
commitment to Him personally? What about as a couple or family?

How has this study of the book of Joshua challenged you to grow 
spiritually? What is the biggest take-away for you personally from this 
series?
