Why did Isaac experience peace?

Table Talk:

Read Genesis 22:1-14

Who did God tell Abraham to sacrifice?

Read verse 8: Who did Abraham trust to provide an offering?

What offering did God provide on the mountain?

How do you trust God every day? Is it easy? Do you think it was easy for Abraham?
How do you think this event affected Isaac? How does knowing God’s provision
allow us to rest in his peace?

Activity Walk :

e Read Philippians 4:6-7 as a family. Discuss what this verse is saying about peace. Pray
this verse together.

e Write on a sheet of paper a list of things your family is praying God will provide. (job,
house, friends, healing. etc) Plan on praying specifically for those things. Acknowledge
when you see God provide!

e Have a glass of water. Put a TINY dot of food coloring and watch the food coloring
spread throughout the whole cup. Discuss how a little bit of trust can spread to so many
parts of our lives.
